The
main idea of creating a trail is, first of all, environmental education and upbringing of those
who visit protected natural areas. Along with solving the problems of education, education
and upbringing, the trail also contributes to the protection of nature. It is a kind of
regulator of the flow of visitors, distributing it in relatively safe directions for nature. In
addition, the trail provides an opportunity to comply with the environmental regime in a
certain area, as it facilitates control over the size of the flow of visitors and compliance with
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wI'he Bryansk Forest Reserve was established on July 14, 1987 on
; tl‘f’e‘ territory of Trubchevsky and Suzemsky districts of the
Bryansk region, in the mesopotamia of Desna and Nerussa. The
area of the Reserve is 12280 hectares. it is one of the 15 smallest
nature reserves in Russia. In 2001, the reserve was awarded the
status of a biosphere reserve under the UNESCO program "Man
‘and the Biosphere” In the language of science, this means that the
territory of the Bryansk Forest is designed to find ways and work
out models of balanced interaction between man and nature. The
black stork became the symbol of the reserve. This rare bird is
included in the Red Books of Russia and the Bryansk region, a
number of other states.

The indigenous population of the
European red deer in the region was
destroyed in the second halt of the
XVIII century due to excessive hunting
Since 1965, work began on the
reaclimatization of deer in the Bryansk
region. About 160 deer were
released. Today, the red deer is a
common species in the Bryansk
forests. According to the accounting
data, about 90 deer live in the Bryansk
Forest Reserve.
