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The Siberian village of Antonovka has lived for almost 130 years, continuing to preserve its
age-old traditions, passing on culture and stories from generation to generation.

A unique and picturesque place that everyone should visit, even if only in absentia. The village is one
of the most beautiful villages in the volost; it is located on the high ridges of Lake Dolgoe. Antonovska
rural settlement is located 120 km from the city of Omsk, it is surrounded by a river, forests, and arable

lands.
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The cultural and historical value of the village is represented by the Regional Museum of Local
Lore named after V.M. Menshikov. The initiative to create the museum belongs to Vitaly
Nikolaevich Menshikov, a biology teacher at Antonovskaya Secondary School.

In 1970, work began on creating a museum. Everything was collected on the table in the laboratory of
the biology classroom: antique objects, irons, samovars, spinning wheels, mortars, etc. Since 2000, the
museum has been located in the building of a former kindergarten, and in 2006 the status of the
museum changed to the district level. The museum’s exhibitions reflect the history of the villages area,
talk about old residents, customs, morals, and attractions.

Museum collections have been formed over decades, thanks to donations from village residents.
At the moment, the museum has more than 7,000 exhibits! For more than 50 years, residents
have been protecting the museum, honoring the memory of their ancestors and being proud of
the centuries-old traditions and culture of their small homeland.
