The Assumption Cathedral, which is the pead
Astrakhan Kremlin historical and architectural complex, was bui
from 1698 to 1710 under the management of the Russian serf
architect D. Myakishev.

Initially, it was planned to build the Assumption Cathedral
with one dome, but there was a fire and the ceilings collapsed
during construction. The builders began work again, but now they
erected a cathedral with five domes.

Peter the First admired the beauty of the Assumption
Cathedral. Being in Astrakhan in 1722 and seeing it, he said: “In my
entire state there is no such a handsome church...”

The Gate Cathedral Bell Tower
is above 80 meters high. This is the
highest bell tower among all
Russian Kremlins.

Today, the Astrakhan Kremlin is the only one in Russia where the
cathedral is linked to the Place of the Skull. The Place of the Skull has
received its name from the word “forehead”, which meant “head”. It is
said that they routed skulls at the Place of the Skull, or, as they put it
then, “routed foreheads”. But the Place of the Skull in the Astrakhan
Kremlin never served as a place of execution; on the contrary, this place
was holy, so it was not steeped in blood! And this case is also unique.
